 The Blue Ridge Soil & Water Conservation District is looking for farmers and 
landowners who have voluntarily installed conservation practices on their farm/land to 
participate in the Volunteer Agricultural Best Management Data Collection Program within 
Franklin, Henry, Roanoke Counties and the City of Roanoke.  If you have installed a practice 
without financial assistance from the government within the Blue Ridge SWCD entities 
listed above, we want to hear from you. 
 This is your chance to win a $50 gift card from Tractor Supply (Rocky Mount, VA)!   
Here’s how it works: 
 

• Contact our office at (540) 483-5341 ext. 3 or for Henry County residence (276) 
632-3164 ext. 3 and schedule a face to face meeting with our Senior Conservation 
Specialist no later than February 24, 2012 (Friday) in regards to the Volunteer 
Agricultural Best Management Practice(s) you have installed on your farm or land. 

• Bring in the Volunteer Agricultural BMP post card that was recently mailed to you 
and present it to the district’s Senior Conservation Specialist with your contact 
information (address, phone number etc.).  

• If you have not been sent an official Volunteer Agricultural Best Management 
Practices post card, contact our office and we will send you one or visit our office 
and scheduled an appointment to visit with our Senior Conservation Specialist. 

• Only one name will be drawn for the one $50 gift card prize. 

• No purchase necessary 

• Only one post card entry per household. 

• No reproductions, copies, counterfeit or faxes of the official post card entry ticket 
will be accepted. 

• Winner need not be present to win 

• All qualified entries must arrive at the Blue Ridge SWCD mailing address at 1297 
State Street, Rocky Mount, VA  24151 no later than 12:00 noon on February 24, 
2012 with a pre-scheduled meeting to talk with the district’s Senior Conservation 
Specialist.  All entries received later will be included in the next promoted drawing, 
should one be established. No exceptions. 



• The winner must be 18 years old or older. 

• No district employees, district directors or governmental agencies are eligible to 
enter and win 

• Funding for the $50 gift card is provided by the Blue Ridge Soil & Water 
Conservation District’s general fund and not those of the grant #50301-12-VOL1-SR 
(Department of Conservation & Recreation). 

• The winner will be responsible for taxes associated with this prize. 

• Winner will be notified by mail or by phone during the week of February 28-March 
2, 2012.  It is the responsibility of the winner to provide current and accurate 
contact information in order for the Blue Ridge SWCD to provide prompt 
notification and delivery of the $50 gift card.   

• $50 gift card will be invalid if the winner does not claim prize by 12:00 noon on 
April 30, 2012. 

• The official drawing for the $50 gift card from Tractor Supply (Rocky Mount, VA) 
will take place on February 27, 2012 (Monday) at the Blue Ridge SWCD’s board 
meeting held at Ippy’s Restaurant and Lounge (1760 North Main Street, Rocky 
Mount, VA) between 5:00 p.m.-8:00 p.m. 

• The Blue Ridge SWCD Board meets on the fourth Monday of each month in Rocky 
Mount, VA at 5:00 p.m. (winter months) or 6:00 p.m. (spring/summer months).  
Meetings are open to the public.
